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POLICY:
The main categories of reportable incidents are:
· significant accidents or injuries to staff, contractors, volunteers and members of the public resulting from any operations or activities undertaken by BCL.
· protecting people and safeguarding incidents – incidents that have resulted in or risk significant harm to beneficiaries and other people who come into contact with the charity through its work.
· links to terrorism or extremism, including ‘proscribed’ organisations. 
· suspicions, allegations or incidents of abuse involving beneficiaries.
· financial crimes - fraud, theft and money laundering.
· large donations from an unknown or unverifiable source, or suspicious financial activity using the charity’s funds.
· other significant financial loss or incidents such as insolvency, forced withdrawal of banking services, actual/ suspected criminal activity or individuals subject to an asset freeze.
All staff, contractors and trustees should be aware of what constitutes a reportable incident and how any such incidents should be reported immediately to their line manager who will escalate to the Trustees who will take any further action accordingly.
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
